Closer to home, | was proud to take part in a huge motorcycle rally in aid of the Help for Heroes charity. |
joined 100s of bikers on their ride between Stoke Bay and Alton to raise money to support some of the bravest
people in our society.

With such a packed month, there was just enough time for me to squeeze in a visit to the Olympic Park. | hope
that my campaign to bring the Olympic Torch to Gosport will ensure that we’re a part of next year’s exciting
events.
